EQ: Why did Spain, France, and England (Great Britain) explore and settle North America?
Spain


Who? Christopher Columbus, Amerigo Vespucci, Juan Ponce de Leon, Hernando de Soto; 


When? 1492; 1513-1543; 1540 (GA)


Where? Caribbean islands; Florida; Florida, Georgia, S Carolina, N Carolina, Tennessee, Alabama, Mississippi, Arkansas Louisiana, Texas; Spanish missions on St. Catherines (Santa Catalina), St. Simon’s, Cumberland, Sapelo and other barrier islands


Why? To look for gold; fountain of youth; get more land for Spain; trade routes to Asia; Spread Christianity by setting up missions


Results: discovered N America, began the race for exploration of New World, called natives “Indians”,  name “America”, introduced horses, took tobacco back to Europe, took natives as slaves to Europe, brought death and destruction to Native Americans, brought soldiers, swords, war-dogs, guns, Ponce De Leon named Florida and was first Spaniard to set foot on N American mainland; De Soto explored entire southeast, was first to set foot in GA,  and was first to see Mississippi River, recorded facts about New World, made good maps, helped to dispel myths; set up St. Augustine as first permanent Spanish settlement in the New World; Treaty of Tordesillas-created by Pope to keep Spain and Portugal from fighting over New World; missions brought Christianity to New World (1568-1684) but died out because of conflict between Natives and priests, English pirates, and Indians moving away





Great Britain (England)


Who? John Cabot; Virginia Company; Sir Francis Drake (privateer)











When? 1497; 1607; 1670; 1560’s; 1721











Where? Coast of N America; Fort King George (1721) 











Why? Riches; land; colonization (12 colonies from 1607-1670); competition with Spain





Results: gave England (Great Britain) claim to the New World; idea of colonization (colony-group of people who settle an area but keep ties to their homeland); set up Jamestown as Great Britain’s first permanent settlement in the New World; Drake burned St. Augustine; 20 year conflict with Spain; pirates helped destroy Spanish missions








France


Who? Giovanni de Verrazzano


Jean Ribault





When? 1524 (Verrazzano)


1608-created Quebec; 1673- claimed land in the Mississippi River Valley (Louisiana)








Where? Caribbean islands, Coast of N America; Quebec; Mississippi River Valley, S Carolina, Florida


Charles Fort (failed); Fort Caroline (later destroyed by Menendez)








Why? Trade routes; Fur trading with Indians and fishing; King Louis XIV wanted New France 











Results: gave France claim to the New World; Louisiana was created; 2 forts attempted (in SC and FL) but failed; conflict with Spain in Florida
